Project Introduction - RATIONAL

The Year 2000 provides us, as members of the Terrace family, the opportunity for a major retrospective study.  St. Joseph's College has endured for 125 strong years and this years Consultant In Residence Project provides us with the opportunity to reflect and document some of that history.

The People, Groups, Events, Places and Artifacts are the raw material for The Consultant in Residence Programme for 2000. You are an important part of the interactive Multimedia CD-ROM and Web Site being built to contain archival records, memorabilia, personal recollections and current Terracian perspectives of our College.

We hope to bring as much personal history to light as possible in the time available - telling the stories of people in a way that is much more compelling to browse through than a clinical history.  Personal stories have been collected from many sources - one of your jobs is to help us bring those stories to life.

CONTENT

Content is an integral part of the project. Content thus far has been sourced from a huge variety of people in many varied formats from supporters groups and class projects. 

All content is time related. The 125 year chronology is an underlying backbone to all other things.

Overall content has been divided into categories of People, Groups/Communities, Locations/Places, Events and Artefacts.  These categories allow us to find a place for everything, and a structure to ensure we can find the places we put things.

Whilst the actual weaving of the content into navigable space is the job of others, your job is vital to the success of that weaving.  You will be performing much of the pre-processing of our content, value-adding cross-references and interconnections.

Content Proforma Forms

During the planning process of this project it became evident that, due to the amount of content and the fact that it was all related, it was necessary that a method must be developed in order to extract the Meta Data from the information. Meta data are the facts that are used to categories the information and extract the keywords etc to enable linking.

A method of structuring the incoming content was devised to simplify the daunting task of 'Where do we start' experienced by most groups when first approached to get involved.  We asked them to highlight important people, events etc. that defined them as a group.  Many groups have been assisted by a Narrative Chronology document written by Brian McKeering (RIP).

After some careful consideration, the content performers were developed. These focussed on on each aspect of our project (like people, groups …).  Each group has filled out forms to highlight what are, to them, significant chunks of data.  It is from these forms we will build out network of interlinked references.

Content has been arriving, and will continue to arrive for some time yet that will be presented on these forms.  We will be betting someone else to type the actual information contained on these forms - you will be value-adding by cataloguing and sourcing allied media resources.

In the next few pages you will find blank forms similar to the ones used by the supporters groups.

What to do?

Now you have seen an overview of the project and hopefully got a grasp of its intended outcome and also seen how the content was gather its time for you to get involved with he supporters group content.

Process

The process that you will be involved with is relatively straightforward and involves various stages that must be completed. 




Further Detail

Stage 1 – Familiarisation with the content.

When you receive your content bundle, go through it and read what you have been presented with - this will help you get a feel for the style of information and the depth of detail present.  Notice what linking information has been supplied, and what links you think you can identify within the stories.  In the stories, HIGHLIGHT (use a highlighter pen) things you think are likely to link to other things in the database (people's names, places, events etc.).

Stage 2 – Filling in the holes.

Try to identify what is missing from your content bundle - if you have a narrative, compare the story with the selected highlights to see if there are any glaring omissions.  Identify (and list) all the media you will need to source.  You will need to be organised and pre-arrange time in archives with Br. Gagin to locate copies (in as good a condition as possible) of any photos and other artifacts as mentioned in your content forms.

Stage 3 – Putting it all together.

Every object, be it a content form, photo, video or audio recording, needs to be uniquely identified using a coding system.

Go through your People forms and write on them a different code on each one (eg: Prug1 - standing for person rugby number 1).  Make sure no two forms have the same code - be systematic.

For each of your Events forms, write a code on them to uniquely identify them
(eg Ebb4 - event basketball number 4)

For each of your other forms do the same 

· Asocc2=artifact soccer number 2

· Lten2 = location tennis number 2

· Gpandf6 = group p andf number 6

· And so on

The abbreviations you choose are your choice but please be consistent, as we will use them to classify your information later in our database.

For each photo, using a postit note, code them uniquely Picrug2 (= picture rugby number 2) and so on.  Videos could be catalogued as Vidpaa4 (= video performing arts number 4) and so on.
STAGE 1 – Familiarization


This stage involves receiving the content and going through it to see what you have





STAGE 2 – Filling in the holes


In this stage any holes in the content need to be identified and, if possible, filled.  Additionally, any missing or requested items such as photos need to be gathered for digital capture.





STAGE 3 – Putting it together


At this point you need to combine things that need to be together (photos and content) 


In this final stage you must list all your pieces of content for the cataloguing.  Each object (be it a content form, photo, video clip, audio recording etc. will be allocated a unique code.  The codes will be entered into a database along with the other information contained on the content forms (DON'T PANIC - this will be done for you).


Once the content is in the database, you will be asked to assist in identifying links
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
